It is the repository for training requirements, training programs, selected cost data, and training personnel data; contains detailed class information on all courses taught and taken.  TIPS produces reports and analyses and can display selected data pertinent to training requirements.  Training Coordinators use this system to announce required, recurring, and special training, record attendance, complete course evaluations, and manage Individual Development Profiles (IDPs).  TIP is the approved method of creating Standard Form 182, Authorization, Agreement, and Certification of Training for all training, announce mandatory training, track training, and update official records in the Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS).  Personal information is collected to identify individuals, update or add employees in the system, and create the Standard Form 182.
Routine Use(s):  The DoD 'Blanket Routine Uses' set forth at the beginning of the Army's compilation of systems of records notices also apply to this system.
